G 
reetings from a rain and 
wind-swept hillside in 
Kampala, Uganda! This 
rainy season here, we are 

told, is unusually prolonged this 
year. Although rain is vital to 
Ugandaõs green and fertile land-
scape, you can have too much of a 
good thingé the roads quickly be-
come rivers and the storm drains 
overflow in a dangerous manner.  
 
Firstly, huge thanks and apprecia-
tion to all of you who have been 
emailing us, texting us and support-
ing us over the last few months.  At 
school in Wobulenzi, where we are 
working, they have nearly reached 
the end of the Ugandan school 
year, so this term has been totally 
dominated by exams, especially 
Oõlevels - crucial for the Senior 4 
school leavers.  
For the first time ever, WTA 
(Wobulenzi Town Academy) was 
able to function as a full exam

 centre and it was amazing to see 
the students excitedly entering the 

brand new exam centre (being 
frisked and asked for ID on their 
way in!) to sit their first papers.  
 
Students who pass their Oõ levels 
hope to come back, for Aõ levels. 
For many of them, this is a massive 
challenge as they often use the 
school holidays to earn money to 
pay for their own school fees.  
 
I have been asking them to write 
down their stories and in doing so 
we have discovered the extent that 
many of them will go to, just to be 
able to go to school.   
 
Gabriel, aged 19, buys and sells 
fruit and veg for a small profit, of-
ten cycling 60 ð 80 miles in a round 
trip. (And to think I sometimes 
used to think twice about having 
the energy to cycle into Romsey, 
when working in Volumes!).  
 
 Another 17 year old, Moses, buys 
and sells goats to raise some money 
to support not only himself at 
school, but also his 4 younger sib-
lings, as their parents have aban-
doned them. Despite these sombre 
stories, both these boys are full of 
fun and optimism and would never 
see themselves as victims ð far 
from it.  
 
Later this week, we will be hosting 
another intrepid team of volunteers 
from the Romsey area who are 
coming to assist with building and 
teaching.
